 Leave of absence during term time

Bedfordshire County Council have updated the leave of absence form during term time, and request that you complete the form at least 4 weeks prior to any absence your child requires.  The school is required to check your child’s previous attendance prior to giving permission, and check your child’s ability to catch up on missed schooling.   If permission is not granted by the Headteacher the absence is shown as ‘unauthorised’.  We have posted the new form on the school’s website if you wish to download it.

Lost Property

If any child has lost any school uniform it will need to be claimed before the Easter Break, otherwise it will all be disposed of.   Please ask the school office to show you where the ‘mountain of clothing’ is.

School times

We have noticed that quite a few children are arriving at school after 9.00 am.  The school bell goes at 8.55am so that the children can line up in the playground and then hang their coats up, to be in their classroom for registration at 9.00 am.   After 9.00 your child receives a ‘late’ mark in the register.  If your child arrives in school after 9.15am the registered is marked ‘late after the register is closed’ and this session is counted as an ‘unauthorised absence’.  

Reminder – Out of Bounds Area

Members of staff have noticed children in areas that are not part of the school play area and are out of bounds.  This is happening at the end of the day, when the children are dismissed from the playground when their parents arrive.  We need to remind you that the bank adjoining our boundary with Furness Avenue is out of bounds at all times.  Please help us to keep your children safe while on school grounds.
